XYZ RRC requirements indicate that each resident must have opportunities for 25 outpatient ABC visits during their PGY-4 year.  University of Maryland Medical Center volumes provide opportunities for only  5  outpatient ABC visits per PGY-4 resident.  Additional training opportunities are required to gain this experience and meet RRC requirements.  

Union Memorial’s ABC service is very busy with 300 ABC outpatient visits or 25 ABC outpatient visits per month per PGY-4 resident.  A four week rotation combined with University of Maryland Medical Center’s volumes will ensure that each PGY-4 resident meets or exceeds the RRC educational requirement.
